TALK ABOUT IT

First, make sure each student has a guide. There are 5 questions in the discussion today.

Read Romans 12:1 (NIV) out loud for the
group. What does it look like to offer our lives
as a living sacrifice to God? Why does it
matter? (help students to understand how we
can honor God with our everyday lives)

Read Romans 12:2 (NIV) out loud for the
group. Try reading these two verses in the
Message version as well. (Challenge your
group to talk about how do these verses
connect?)

What everyday patterns (snapchat, facetime,
scrolling, video games, etc.) do you have
when it comes to social media, video games
or technology? How do these patterns affect
you emotionally/relationally/spiritually?

How can you tell when you are too
dependent on technology?
