Relationships Matter
•You may often hear people say, “The best way 

for a kid to know God is to know somebody who 
knows God.” Sounds easy, right? J 
• We know that a Sunday can feel like so much more than 

that when your juggling 5 new families at Guest Check-In, a 
room full of babies start crying all at once, the game of 
gaga ball gets a little too intense, or the preschooler in 
your group wants to only talk about her cats. 

• The reminder today: when you show up, you’re 
building a relationship. The way you treat each child, 
what you say to them, and how you interact with each 
family is shaping the way they view the Kingdom. 



Relationships Matter
•Here’s what we know is true – there will 

be a day in every person’s life that they 
will need to cling to who God is. The 
foundation you help set right now, each 
and every Sunday, is going to become 
critical in those inevitable moments of 
anxiousness, depression, or sadness.



TPK Values
• There is always a tension between relationship building and the 

logistic responsibilities of a Sunday
• What if the goal isn’t to perfectly manage chaos so you can build 

relationships with kids? What if relationships are built with kids 
in the midst of beautiful chaos? 
• Jesus gives this example so often in scripture – He went to 

Zacchaeus in a tree, to the woman in the well, performed 
countless miracles in the middle of boisterous crowds, and 
healed people with a single touch or breath.

Each of these values help kids 
feel safe, loved, known, and seen.
