What does a healthy fear of God look like practically?
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4Read Matthew 23:12 and 1 Peter 5:5. What stands out to you in each of these verses?

Have you ever experienced God opposing pride in you? How is it really an act of His love
to want to root it out?

What are some of the lies pride promises that you’ve bought into (Aaron mentioned
three: it promises to make you bigger, to give you influence, and that you don’t need
God)? Based on the example of Jesus in Philippians 2:3-9, what is one practical thing
you can do this week to let go of pride and embrace humility?
