
GROUP STUDY GUIDE
WEEK OF AUGUST 13, 2023 | HOW CAN JESUS BE THE ONLY WAY?

Start your discussion by sharing what stood out to you from Sunday’s sermon. Were there
any new insights or key takeaways for you?

What is significant about each of the words in this verse?
What is absolute about Jesus’ words? Is this an easy or challenging verse for you to
accept?

What about Jesus’ words would have been controversial to his listeners? What was he
claiming?
How would Jesus carry out his Father’s work? 
What miracles do we see Jesus perform in Scripture (turn in your Bible to one or two 
 examples and read them out loud)? Do those miracles make it easier or harder to believe
that Jesus is the way to God?
How might believing that Jesus is God change the way you view your relationship with him?

Where do you see redemption in this text?
Who are we in this passage? Where do we see Jesus? What is the relationship between us
and him?
What does this text teach you about God’s character? How does that impact how you view
Him?
Read verses 3 and 4 again slowly. What words or phrases stand out to you? What does it
teach us about God’s relationship with His people?
Knowing that God is making all things new, how does that impact your purpose? If you lived
like this was true, how would your life, relationship, and work look different?

Based on what you just discussed, what do you think God is prompting you to do in
response? When will you do it?
Pray together as a group for the specific goals or areas of struggle that came up in your
discussion. Thank God for revealing more of who He is, and ask Him to help you apply what
He’s prompting you to do this week.
